ICM Seminar Sheet – ESU Summer Conferences

a. Stratford Study Course
A week long course held in Stratford-upon-Avon for one week. Native and non-native English speakers participate in this course. The course offers an academic programme of pre-performance lectures and post-performance discussions led by scholars of the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust and the Shakespeare Institute who are committed to the provision of the highest quality education experience for those who study, teach, or appreciate Shakespeare’s works – as text or performance – worldwide. 
Basic outline:

· Delegates will attend three Shakespeare performances a week

· Pre and post-performance lectures with academics from Shakespeare Birthplace Trust
· Practical workshops including voice, wigs & makeup, drama and movement
· Q&A sessions with actors from the Royal Shakespeare Company

Scholarship includes: Bed and breakfast accommodation, all lectures, classes, tickets and excursions. The ESU does not cover travel costs to and from Stratford. 

Application Process

a. Criteria for scholarship recipients 
· Applicants should either be teaching Shakespeare or studying it at post-graduate level

· Applicants must be able to demonstrate how the Study Course will benefit their teaching

· Nominees must have an excellent standard of English
· Applicants must ensure they are physically fit, able and willing to participate in all aspects of the course and are able to cope with the demanding schedule. 
· Applicants must be available for the entire duration of the course.

b. Globe Cultural Seminar

A one week course at Shakespeare’s Globe providing teachers, whose second language is English, equivalent to British Secondary school level with insights into the crafts involved in creating a production for the Globe Theatre. The course offers a more practical approach to teaching Shakespeare, exploring how the relationship the Globe architecture creates between actor and audience and how this translates to the classroom. The seminar allows teachers to consider how Shakespeare is translated both in terms of performance and classroom curricula across the world.

Basic outline:

· Delegates will attend three of the Globe’s productions 

· They will meet with members of the Globe Theatre Company to explore how productions at the Globe are conceived and mounted through a journey through London and back stage tours
· Review discussions and Q&A sessions with company members

· Practical workshops including voice, movement, theatre design

The Cultural Seminar includes meals, accommodation and the course fees including an excursions or theatre trips. The ESU does not cover travel costs to and from London.

Application Process

a. Criteria for scholarship recipients 
· Choose up to three nominees, should be teachers of English or Theatre. Teachers must have experience of teaching Shakespeare (equivalent to British Secondary School level)
· Only non-native English speakers are eligible for this course
· Applicants must ensure they are physically fit, able and willing to participate in every aspect of the programme and are able to cope with the demanding schedule. 
· Applicants must be available for the entire duration of the course.

c. International Relations Conference 
The ESU International Relations Conference will deal with a variety of issues relating both to International Relations and to Britain's international role in the world today. The aim of the Conference is to give delegates the opportunity to expand their knowledge of Britain and to widen their outlook on world issues. It also offers a unique opportunity to make individual contacts with people from various fields, cultures and backgrounds. The majority of delegates are young professionals from the fields of trade and industry, law, journalism, teaching and the diplomatic service.
Basic outline:

· Lectures on topics including International Relations, International Business, British Education and British Culture

· Post-lecture seminar discussions

· Theatre trip to Stratford-upon-Avon
· Social networking events

· Tour of Oxford

· Chance to meet and interact with the Dartmouth House team 

Application Process

a. Criteria for scholarship recipients 
· Young people of all professions take part, but the majority tend to be lawyers, journalists, teachers/university lecturers. We would not recommend undergraduates participating.  
· We also encourage you to seek candidates who can be sponsored by their company or provide their own funding.
· Up to three delegate places can be allocated per country, but only one will be funded by the ESU. 

· Applicants must ensure they are able and willing to participate in every aspect of the programme and are able to cope with the demanding schedule. 
· Applicants must be available for the entire duration of the course.

Additional notes

· Please note that it is at the discretion of Dartmouth House in London, which nominee, if any, is selected.  Your report will be used as a guide.  In the event that the organisers feel that none of your nominees are suitable, a scholarship will not be awarded. Sending an application does not guarantee that they will receive a scholarship.   
· Chairmen are set a deadline each year to find suitable delegates for all of the summer programmes. Please stick to these deadlines. By submitting late applications, you are delaying the administrative process at Dartmouth House. 
· As the programmes are a week long, it is imperative that the chosen delegates arrive on time and leave at the end of the course.
· The ESUs insist that delegates in future years stay for the entire duration of the course, otherwise, the delegate will lose their place on the course immediately and the International ESU will be eligible for any financial loss incurred and may forfeit their place the following year. 
· In future, nominees will be asked to declare on their forms whether they have received or participated in an ESU programme in the past. 
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
