Important notes:

      1.   You are resposible for booking your own flights to and from Santiago.

2. You may need to purchase a visa on arrival at the airport in Santiago.  This depends on your nationality.  For instance, those from the USA will have to pay while those from the British will not.  The visa costs US$ 100.  Please check with the Chilean embassy or consulate in your country or  with your local travel agent.

3. The cost of the official launch programme (US$ 410) should be paid at the time you send in this enrolment form, making a bank transfer according to the following instructions:

4. Guests are resposible for their own hotel bills, tips, etc.

5. Taxis are available from hotels and are relatively cheap and safe.  The hotels are very close to the underground train system, which is excellent.

6. Dollars and euros are freely convertible in Chile.  All major credit cards are accepted.

7. We strongly recommend comprehensive travel insurance.  Medical services are good but can be expensive.  We particularly urge you to make sure that your insurance covers you for the cancellation of the trip and subsequent need for you to cancel flights.

Your booking for both the launch and flights is made at your own risk and the ESU is not responsible or liable for any cancellation of the launch due to circumstances beyond its control.

8. For meals not included in the official programme a list of suggested restaurants will be available and transport arranged if necessary.

9. October is spring in Chile.  Santiago tends to be warm and dry at this time of the year, but cool in the evenings.  There may be an occasional shower.  For those going north to the desert area, be prepared for hot days but very cold nights.  Patagonia, on the other hand, may well be wet, windy and cool.
